Basically COLDWARS 2013 was a solid convention. | hope I’'ve been able to give some
impression of the range and quality of games. But even though no effort was made to
stimulate gaming on Sunday and the dealer area was closed down around noon, there were by
my informal count 342 listed events not including separate games or even rounds of the
numerous tournaments. There was an extensive Painting University, though the Seminar
Schedule lacked the Academic Luster of some previous HISTORICONS it was present and
emphasized presentations by members of an HMGS honorary (The Legion of Honor) more than
professional historians.

But consistently throughout the two principle days of the convention there were lively well
attended games, mostly somewhat historical but with a leaven of dark side stuff, going on
throughout the facility. The dealer area probably had fewer tables than almost a decade ago
when a backlog of dealers led people to think about “Next Levels” for HISTORICON. But this
was COLDWARS-normally no more than two thirds the size of the larger convention. And both
the gaming and shopping venues seemed better attended than those of HISTORICONS in the
days of delusions.

We won’t have a good idea of the actual numbers until HMGS Inc.’s accounting firm turns in
the financial reports from which the attendance can be determined. However, I’m fairly sure
that the numbers will be substantial for COLDWARS.
