Bill Moreno has routinely won best of show for his spectacular presentations. In 1999
he impressed us all with his 10mm presentation of Fredericksburg complete with the
town and the Rapahannock River in scale. From there he returned early and often to
Vicksburg on the Mississippi complete with the city, as well as the Union brown water
navy in strength. At RECON he presented that scenario off and on during the
convention.

For HURRICON Bill brought us something | hadn’t seen before. The climactic battle of
the American Revolution in 28 mm! Like his previous efforts the scenery and figures
were works of art. But much more than formerly, since they figures were roughly
three times as large | could actually see them clearly. From the quarterdecks of the
French warships to the street scenes in beautiful downtown Yorktown everything was
magnificent and as important, clearly visible.

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Though some of us took time out Sunday to remember Don Featherstone, the Grand Old Man
of Anglo-American Wargaming. He was born in October of 1918, served in the Royal Tank
Regiment during WWII, and was a prime mover in Miniature Wargaming (Playing with toy
Soldiers) with Jack Scruby in the late 1950’s editing WARGAMER’S DIGEST, his famous
BATTLES WITH MODEL SOLDIERS book in 1962, WARGAMER’S NEWSLETTER 1963-79, and
numerous publications. More famous over here, he would joke, than in England itself. He
passed away in Southampton on 3 September 2013. He is shown above in 2003 with his last
wargame room in May of 2003. We will not see his like again.
